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Abstract

The abstract should begin with a brief but precise statement of the problem or issue, followed by a description of the research method and design, the major findings, and the conclusions reached. Write the abstract in the following text form: minimum of 15 and a maximum of 20 lines are requested. Use Times font, 12 pt, simple line spacing, left and right justified. For the title, author names and affiliations, the margins are 2.5 cm left and 2.5 cm right, and for the abstract use 2,5 cm left and right. This part must be pasted in the abstract field on the registration form.
Keyword: Most important keywords and not exceed five words
All interested participants are invited to present the latest results of their scientific work in one of the CIOP2022 subject areas. The deadline for abstract submission is September 20, 2022.
However, in order to get a fast response from the International Scientific Committee on the -final decision, early submission is highly encouraged.

Contributed, full-length papers must be written in English or in Frensh and should report previously unpublished work. The authors have both ethical and professional responsibilities for the content of the paper. No editing or re-typing will be carried out by the conference organizers, and accepted contributions will be reproduced without reduction or modification. Contributions that do not conform to the format of the template may be rejected.
